 I'm so excited to tell you we are nearing 

completion on our transmitter building near 

Loman, MN!  It seems like we've been working 

on it for a long time, but in reality, it was just 

last Fall that we started to build, and we didn't 

work on it much all winter. 

 

 We were hoping to move 

our transmitter this spring, but a 

few minor delays have pushed 

that date back by a couple 

months.  I am fine with that—and it 

looks like by taking our time and 

using volunteer help when 

available we have been able to 

save a significant amount of 

money on the project.   

 

 Our actual expenses paid out so far are 

just about $30,000 - and I am anticipating when 

it is all said and done—with all the receipts 

paid in full—that the cost will be under $40,000.     

That's well below the $70,000 of one of our 

early tabulations of the cost, and very close to 

our initial estimate of what we would need.  

God has really helped provide for the 

construction of this building, and our listeners 

have provided the money we needed to do it so  

 

 

 
 

that we have remained debt free.
